1. Rationale:
Radio Broadcasting I is offered as an exploration of the world of Radio Broadcasting.

2. Course Aims and Outcomes:

Aims

At the end of the course, students will be prepared to produce industry ready shows and packages
for radio, as well as understand the foundational principles of radio journalism.

Specific Learning Outcomes:

e Understand the foundational principles of news production.

3. Format and Procedures:

During each six weeks cycle, students will have the opportunity to explore a different facet of
production. Students will learn key points, and have hands on experience with industry grade
equipment. At the end of each six weeks cycle, students will engage in a production project to
assess their learning and mastery.
